CPS RENEWAL

The car owner completes and provides to CCCV’s CPS Secretary (see above for contact details) a Club Permit Renewal
(revised edition 31/1/15). See note below.

The CPS Secretary will sign and hand back to the owner the above renewal once he has ensured that the owner is a CCCV
financial member.

The car owner should keep track of next renewal due date as a Renewal Application will not be accepted by VicRoads after
90 days of expiry of previous Club Permit. In that case, car will need to be processed as a new application.

CPS NEW APPLICATION

The car owner completes and provide to CPS Secretary a Club Permit Application along with a
Eligibility and Standards Declaration for Club Permit Vehicles (new form), a Certificate of Roadworthiness and
Proof of Ownership..See note below.

If the car has modifications beyond those normally allowed under VSI 33 (Guidelines for Modifications

to Vehicles operated under Victoria’s CPS) (revised), VSI 8 (Guide to Modifications for Motor Vehicles) and Schedule 2 -
Road Safety (Vehicles) Regulations 2009 (vehicle standards as at manufacture date), then the car owner must also provide to
CPS Secretary a Vehicle Assessment Signatory Scheme

(VASS) approval certificate..

Non-Australian manufactured cars after December 1968 with no previous Australian registration history
must have a VASS approval certificate, regardless of modifications.

The car owner provides dated digital images to CPS Secretary. These must cover, as a minimum,
the front, driver’s side, rear, driving position (side on with driver door open) and any identifiers such as
chassis number and engine number.

On completion of registration process, car owner advises CPS Secretary of registration number and
expiry date for entry into the Club's CPS Register, as required by Vicroads.

https:/ /www.vicroads.vic.gov.au/registration/limited-use-
to-the-club-permit-scheme-from-31-january-2015.

Ensure that during the permit issuing procedure at Vicroads the correct CCCV authorizing signatures are used and that the
permit is assigned to the correct club.

Citroen Confirms C5 Aircross For Australia - 2nd-Half 2019

by Aiman A. under News on 05 Oct 2018 12:47:09 PM CAR SHOWROOM

French carmaker Citroen is making up for lost time in
our market, capitalising on the popularity of SUVs by

coming in hot with the new C5 Aircross. First seen

back in May, the C5 Aircross marks the brand’s firmest
and most focused foray into the world of mid-sized
SUVs, and sits alongside other Groupe PSA offerings
like the DS 7 Crossback and Peugeot 3008.

Riding on the same EMP2 platform that underpins
the Peugeot 3008 and the DS 7 Crossback, the C5 Air-

cross shares broadly similar dimensions, and so it easily

eclipses segment players like the Nissan QQashqai. If the

C5 Aircross looks a little familiar, it might be because
you’re familiar with its Chinese counterpart of the
same name. Indeed, the Chinese-market C5 Aircross
debuted about a year ago. However, the car that de-
buted in France (and is coming here) is not only re-
vised to suit global tastes, but it’s also being built in

France, rather than in China.

Motivational force comes from a choice of two turbo-
petrol engines, and two turbo-diesels. The Puretech
130 and BlueHDi 130 both come as standard with a six
-speed manual box, while Puretech & BlueHD1 180s
will get an eight-speed auto. Regardless, drive will go to
the front wheels for now, while we await an e-AWD

system to arrive with a PSA plug-in hybrid.

The seats are of the ‘“Advanced Comfort’ variety, fea-
turing extra padding for maximum comfort and sup-
port. The cabin can be trimmed in a variety of uphol-
steries, ranging from fabric all the way up to Nappa
leather. The glass used features a laminated layer to
ensure maximum insulation from the outside world,
too. No wonder then that Citroen claims the C5 Air-
cross is the most comfortable car in its class.

The C5 Aircross isn’t all plush and no smarts, though.
That 8-inch central touchscreen features things like
smartphone mirroring for Android and Apple de-
vices, a 360° parking camera, and a dash-cam (built
into the rear-view mirror). Further smarts include a
variety of advanced driver assistance systems, with the
headlining feature going to Highway Driver Assist,
which is essentially a motorway-optimised semi-
autonomous driving system that allows the car to take

the edge off long-distance driving.




This Citroen-Based Three-Wheeler

Imagine being in France in the mid-1980s and think-
ing that a 20-year-0ld Citroen 2CV isn’t esoteric
enough on the streets for your taste. You like the idea
of the aircooled front-driver, but you’re looking for
something a little more sporting and rare. Maybe
something that offers open air motoring; something
as dangerous as your daily packs of unfiltered
cigarettes.

There were quite a few of the deux chevaux around
in those days, so you probably aren’t the only one.
Thankfully those wild British chaps to the north were
happy to capitalize on the ubiquity of the 2CV by
crafting the Lomax 223 Cyclecar. That name, 223, is
sourced from the car’s two-cylinder, two-seat, three-

wheel layout. It’s perfect for your needs.

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Any car with three different VIN tags is bound to be
popular with esoteric car fanatics like myself. The first
came in 1967 when the car was first built in a Citroen
factory. The second VIN tag was added when the car
was updated to Lomax three-wheeler bodywork a
couple decades later. The third VIN tag was added in
1993 when the car was imported to Michigan and the
Secretary of State decided that the only legal way to
register it in the state was to call it an “assembled

motorcycle” kit-style car. Even more perfect.

£
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From a drivetrain perspective, this car remains effec-
tively unchanged from its 2CV roots, and even keeps
the original one-spoke steering wheel and column.
Unlike many three-wheelers, especially those home-
built bike-based jobs, the Lomax has a gearbox with a
reverse, as it keeps the original Citroen 4-speed. The
earliest Lomax models actually had two rear wheels

mounted very close together, but this one is a slightly

later proper single rear wheel three-wheeler.

This motorized contraption is not incredibly fast, as its
Citroen underpinnings might indicate, making use of
only about 30 horsepower. It is aided in the sportif
department by its light weight, throwing around just
about 950 pounds of fiberglass body on Citroen floor

pan.

Perhaps a little unbelievably, the LLomax 223 Cyclecar
has never gone out of production. Similarly to the
Lotus Seven, the rights to production of the body
have simply traded hands a few times, and you can
still order a new Lomax from Cradley Motor Works.

The 223 does not have a top, and barely has a wind-
shield, but it offers better stability and comfort than
most motorcycles. Even better, the current manufac-
turer claims the car will achieve nearly 60 miles per

gallon in the city, making it the perfect car for around

-town nice-weather use.

This particular example is available for bidding on
eBay. USA at the moment. The seller says he enjoyed
driving the little runabout, but “with winter coming I
have too many projects and no where to store this
beautiful machine and would rather have it sitting in
someone else’s collection
in heated storage.” It’s
cheap and weird enough
to win a lot of internet
cool guy points, so
maybe you should go bid
on this before it ends up

in my heated storage.

(Horseyard Flat and Bryces Gorge) and each day
drive through the forest tracks to visit a different high
country musterer’s hut each day and returning to the
campsite each night for tall tales and true around a
campfire. Day 2 arrived with a few morning showers
and after breakfast we all trooped off through the
mist to The Pinnacles. By the time we arrived the
mist had lifted and after a steep climb (both for the
cars and later our limbs) we were rewarded with spec-
tacular views from Lakes Entrance to Mt Buffalo.
When we got back to the carpark a troop of large ma-
cho 4WD trucks arrived and were all somewhat
miffed that despite not having their grunt, jacked up
suspension and huge tyres our puny little cars had
scampered up the track. Pumped up by the morn-
ing’s effort, the afternoon saw us driving to Moroka
Hut, where we opted for the short walk in by getting
to the track via the 4WD only road. Once again, the

donkey treks and during those times Chris has re-
searched all of the huts in the area. At each one she
was able to give us all the history of not only the hut
but of the men and families who built them, plus in-
trigue and mystery that surrounds a couple of them.
History around campfire brewed billy tea, you’d pay
quids for that sort of knowledge on a commercial
tour. Day 3 saw us pack up camp and move to Bry-
ces Gorge in the morning and a walk through to Guys
Hut in the afternoon. More fun around the campfire
in the evening as each of us had been previously allo-
cated a particular evening for which to provide the
entertainment. It’s surprising what different things
each person contributed, we played games, listening to
some amazing family histories, heard jokes and trave-
logues. Each night was fascinating, enjoyable and no
two were the same. Day 4 had us drive to Howitt Hut
in the morning and learn about the grissly murders
that took place there and, in the afternoon, we visited
Kelly Hut. A wet evening and cold night were before
us for our last night under canvas but we all survived
to tell the tale. Friday morning after packing up wet
tents we slipped down the mountain back to Licola
where we stopped for lunch before parting ways.
Some of us turned left to go back to Melbourne and
then straight up to the Bendigo Swap Meet and others
turned right for the drive through to the hotel (and
warm beds) in Jamieson where I'm told a lovely final

dinner was had.

Huge thanks must go the Chris Johnson, ably sup-
ported by Ken, (CCOCA) for organizing such a splen-
did event. Big extensive Australian Raids are wonder-
ful events too, during which we can so enjoy the te-
nacity and simplicity of our wonderful little cars but
they only happen every 4 years and in the interim,
none of us are getting any younger. Long periods un-
der canvas are not so forgiving on knees and backs, so
I can see many more of these shorter, closer to home
events gain a huge following. The Victorian outback
may not support red dust and endless vistas but it is
just as an exciting place to test the metal of our cars
(and bodies). So, I throw down the gauntlet to every
2CV owner to organise another mini-Raid so we can

get a couple per year onto our events calendar.

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First Diesel Car

The first diesel car invented was also the first biofuel car. Rudolf Diesel showed off the first Diesel engine in
Augsburg, Germany in 1893 and it ran on peanut oil. In 1892 Diesel applied for a patent in Germany and in
1898, he was granted a U. S. patent as well.

At the 1900 Paris, France World Fair Rudolf Diesel showed
off his engine and was given the Grand Prix award for excel-
lence. But, the first diesel engines did not go into cars, trucks
or even locomotives.
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The first diesel engines were used in the shipping industry. In
1898, Rudolf Diesel licensed his new engine to the Branobel
Russian oil company for use as an engine in a ship. In 1903
the first oil tanker propelled by a diesel engine is launched
and in 1904, the French build the first diesel-powered subma-
rine.

It was until 1912 that the first train with a diesel engine was
introduced by the Danish. In 1922 the first land vehicle with-
out a track, a tractor by Mercedes-Benz was built with a die-
sel engine. Finally, in 1923, the first truck with a diesel engine
was introduced by Daimler, Benz and MAN.

The Cummins "Diesel Special" race car was driven at both
Daytona and the Indianapolis 500 in 1931 and did not have
to make a single pit stop. In 1933 an older Bentley fitted with
a diesel engine was the first of its kind to compete in the
Monte Carlo Rally. In 1934, the Diesel Cummins Indy Car
made another appearance (both are pictured above).

In 1933, the Citroén Rosalie (pictured above) was introduced as the first production passenger car to be pow-
ered by a diesel engine. Because of legal restrictions on the diesel engine, the car did not go into production
until 1935.

Shortly afterward, in 1936 the Mercedes-Benz 260D and the Hanomag Rekord diesel cars were introduced into
the marketplace. Because of the size and weight of the diesel engine, however, they did not flourish in the auto-
motive industry like gasoline-powered cars did. They remained in trucks and larger vehicles.

In the 1950s and 1960s diesel cars were slowly re-introduced to the public on a limited basis. Mercedes-Benz,
Peugeot, Austin, Isuzu, Fiat, and several others began introducing diesel driven taxis, ambulances, station wag-
ons and a few other autos.

In 1967 the Peugeot 204BD was introduced as the first high speed diesel car. In 1976, the Volkswagen Golf
diesel was marketed to the public. Since this time, turbo charged, fuel injected diesel engines and low emissions
diesel cars have hit the market.

If fact, today in Europe some of the lowest polluting vehicles are not hybrids, but rather low emissions, clean

burning diesel cars
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It’s only recently that we heard the story of French-
man Francois Lecot, who motored 400,000 kilome-
tres in his Citroén 11CV in just a yeat's time, averag-
ing some 1,100 kms per day in the mid-1930s. Al-
though it ends rather sad, this is a lovely story, which

we like to share with you here.

Lecot (picture 2) was a motoring man from the very
start. He ran Bugatti and Diatto dealerships (picture 3
and 4) in his native Lyon in the 1920s and could be
seen behind the wheels of these cars in races and ral-
lies regularly. The idea to drive the insane record run
came when a befriended Ford dealer told him his
plans to prove the reliability of the A model by orga-
nizing the ‘Raid du Galibier’ — a 453 kilometers long
drive from Lyons to Grenoble over several passes
and via Chambery back to Lyons — and that for fif-
teen consecutive days. Lecot liked this plan and soon
started setting up similar drives. He took a tiny little
Rosengart 5CV to a 100,000 kilometres drive in 1930,
and with success.

When he heard of Citroén’s plans with a new front
wheel driven model in 1934 it was nothing more
thean logical that a grand adventure with the then
brand new Traction Avant was on its way. Lecot
used an 11CV (or 7CV? - see comments) variant to
drive a string of ‘raids’ in order to prove the car’s reli-
ability, taking him to everywhere in France and Bel-
gium (picture 5) but also to Tunis and Moscow.

But his piece de resistance was to travel his beloved
Citroén for 400,000 in just a year’s time. Lecot pre-
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pared the car himself and added an extra petrol tank
of 65 liters to limit refueling. He plans to drive it from
Lyon to Paris and back for two days, and then Lyon-
Monaco every third day and that day after day, week
after week, month after month. A controller of the
Automobile Club de France controlled him on his
daily drives.

Lecot and his trusty Citroén started in late July 1935
and made the 400,000 kms without noteworthy trou-
ble when July 1936 came to an end. The Frenchman is
celebrated when he and his beloved car make it to the
headquarter of the Automobile Club de France in
Paris on July 26th 1936, only to visit the Lyon branche
the next day (main picture). And if he hadn’t driven
enough he then started a comprehensive tour
throughout France to visit all the Citroen dealers
who’d helped him on his tours. But the festivities do
not hold too long, as Lecots son dies that same sum-
mer in a flight accident, while they were working to-
gether on a book about the record run. This book,
titled ‘My 400,000 kilometers’, is published a year later
never the less with another co-author. But Lecot fades
in obscurity shortly after his record run. Financially
ruined, he dies in 1959 as a milk delivery man.

Now. We may well be proven wrong, but have an idea
that Lecot’s 1936 wotld record could still have been
unbeaten to this day, or have there really been other
men as crazy to tackle this most unusual record run?

Electric DBG6: electrifying?

Classic cars with elec-
tric power are noth-
ing new. And some
like them, while oth-
ers don’t. That, too,
cannot be anything
novel. But Aston
Martin Works has
now come up with an
idea that may just be
the best of both
worlds?

In an attempt ‘to fu-
ture-proof the com-
pany’s vintage driv-
ers’ they offer a
chance to get cus-
tometr’s cars electri-
fied, but perhaps not
as we know it.
They’ve come up
with a ‘casette’ pow-
ertrain that is an addition to the car’s conventional petrol engine
and is supposedly designed to fit in place of the Aston’s original
engine without any damage. Owners can keep these dinosaur com-
bustion engines in their garages or turn them into coffee tables.

There is no mention about the actual technical side of the electric
power train, its power output or even its range, but they’ve tried it
out on a virginal white 1970 DB6 Volante Mk2. Some sources sug-
gest the powertrain is similar to the one used by Jaguar, and seen
last summer on the E-type used in Prince Harry’s wedding (as
here).

Paul Spires, Aston Martin Works’ president, added: “We have been
looking for some time to find a way of protecting our customers’
long-term enjoyment of their cars. Driving a classic Aston Martin
on pure EV power is a unique experience and one that will no
doubt be extremely attractive to many owners, especially those
who live in city centers.”

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What? No Friday Lady? Well, yes and no. The car seen here
belonged to a lady. And not just every lady. This humble
Citroen, was in fact Madame De Gaulle’s personal means
of transport during her husband’s reign. But as you can see
it was written off. What’s more: the story behind the
accident was kept in secrecy by the French ministry of
defence until 2016, so you may never have heard it either
(like we had never). So here we go.

Back in 1954, General De Gaulle was at home in Colombey
-les-Deux-Eglises, where he was working on his memoirs
of WW?2. But sitting behind his desk all day proved perhaps
a bit too much of a dull exercise to the grand leader. And
so, from time to time, he went out to discover the country-
side. He usually took his private Traction Avant to do so.

But one day, it was a hot day in Spring, the car happened to be in the garage for servicing and so the General asked his
wife Yvonne to prepare a picnic and place all of it in her private car: a 2CV. She did just that and the duo left without an
escort, since De Gaulle apparently hated these. Madame De Gaulle was driving because the General was too tall with his

legs constantly bumping the steering wheel.

They travelled some 30 kilometres before they stopped for lunch on a meadow ovetlooking a village. Madame de Gaulle
installed the tablecloth on the grass and just wanted to get out the basket full of delicacies, when she saw the 2CV
moving slowly. She yelled her husband, who did not hesitate to run after it. But there was nothing to stop the Citroen
from gaining speed and heading towards to village square anymore. It did exactly that until being stopped by a van on the

square!

The van did not have a scratch, but the 2CV was damaged rather heavily. The van’s driver offered the General to bring
him and his wife back home, which they gladly accept. An hour later the French secret services had taken the 2CV away
and cleared all of the evidence of the accident. But... One Belgian tourist came by in between, taking this unique picture.

PS: it was 60 years ago today that De Gaulle made it to the top position in France's government. Vive la republique!

The current series of plates for club permit holders ranges from 00000.H — 99999.H. We’re currently issuing

plates from 95000.H onwards, and expect to complete this series in the coming months.

The number series in our next release will range from 0002.H.2 — 9999.H.9. This new series will run on our

existing plate design (dark red backg

ground/white lettering).

To ensure the plates are readable by electronic readers and intelligent management systems (used by the Vic-
toria Police and tolling organisations), there will be some combinations in this new number range that we

can’t use, particularly those with the numbers 0, 1 or 5 directly before or after the H.

We'll let you know when distribution of this new series of plates commences being distributed.

CPS plates

Are plates transferable on sale of the vehicle?

When a CPS vehicle is sold, the permit is not transferrable and must be cancelled with the purchaser to ap-
ply for a new permit. When the permit is cancelled, there is no requirement for the plates to be returned to
VicRoads unless VicRoads specifically requests the plates to be returned (which is done when a permit is

cancelled due to a breach.)

CPS plates are not transferrable except where (1) the owner changes clubs or (2) the

vehicle is sold to a member of the same club.

There have been some instances of significant plates where re-use of plates has been allowed. These are con-

sidered on a case by case basis for rare and unusual circumstances.
